Eventing attire must be worn at all times including hard
hat to current approved British Standard with the
chinstrap properly fastened when mounted.

Objections must be made in writing and given to the
Secretary within 15 minutes of the incident with a deposit
of £10.00, which will be returned if the objection is
upheld.

11.No lunging or galloping in the warm up arena.

The show jumping will start with a whistle, after the last show
jump there will not be a second bell but riders may circle before
or take a direct line to the first cross country fence.

The winner will be the horse with the lowest penalty score,
closest to the optimum time at the end of the class.
